Task: Choose a play which deals with an important human issue: for example war, crime, teenage rebellion, family conflict, or any other issue which you regard as important. Say what the issue is and go on to show how two or more of the same characters in the play deal with the issue.

Choose a play in which a conflict between two characters, or between two sets of opinions, is an important element in the play.
Show what the conflict is, why it is important, and how it is resolved, or not, at the end of the play.
In J B Priestley’s play ‘An Inspector Calls’ Inspector Goole states “We don’t live alone.  We are members of one body.  We are responsible for each other.”  How successful is he in getting this moral message across?
