The Character of Marco in A View From The Bridge
 
Personality:
        Marco is quiet, reserved, and cautious, throughout the course of the drama although reveals hints of his dominant character during key scenes.
        He is also always observant, suspicious of the events and tension between Eddie and his brother, Rodolpho.
        He is very suspicious of Eddie throughout and assertive when revealing his feelings towards him. 
Relationships:
        Very close to his brother Rodolpho and feels a sense of protectiveness over him explaining why he’s so defensive and aggressive toward Eddie.
        Doesn’t develop a particularly strong relationship to any other characters as he has a wife in Italy and spends most of his time working for them.
Role in the drama:
        Marco forwards the theme of the conflicts within the two main different ideas of justice within the play.
        He is a spectator/observer of the occurring events.
        He also presents the karma to Eddie and is the consequence for his sins.
Key quotes:
        “That one! I accuse that one!” – publicly shaming Eddie so everyone sees
        “Animal! You go on your knees to me!” – assertion of dominance
        “In my country he would be dead by now.” – forwards his ideas of justice
Stage Directions:
        He kneels, grasps and with a strain slowly raises the chair higher and higher, getting to his feet now. – This is where Marco is trying to reassert his dominance over Eddie and recover his family name and show support for his brother.
        Marco spits in Eddie’s face. – Ultimate sign of disrespect and disgust to publicly shame him again and to make sure he gets the hatred from his community that he deserves.
        Marco grabs Eddie’s arm, turning the blade inward and pressing it home. – Although Marco kills Eddie this also has significance as it symbolises the role Eddie had in his own death as he is partly responsible (for ending his own reputation amongst his community)
