Measurement Challenge
I can estimate how long or heavy an object is, or what amount it holds, using everyday things as a guide, then measure or weigh it using appropriate instruments and units.

-Explore – what has changed since last time. Children take photos.
-Introduce measurement challenge – show a tape measure, trundle wheel and ruler. 

We are learning to decide the best way to measure something and then measure it accurately.

What would you use to measure a leaf? Remind how to write cm and mm on the whiteboard.

A tummy (GIRTH) ?- to the nearest cm.
A length of wooden fence ?- to the nearest cm
Length of path? – to the nearest m.

Discuss what an ‘average’ leaf might be- ‘normal’, ‘more usual’ etc.

-Leave all measuring kit in a pile and give each group a measurement sheet.

Plenary- measure the height of a tree

Stand with your back to the tree, about as far as you estimate the tree height is from the tree. Look

backwards, through your legs. You are trying to just see the top of the tree. You will need to move

towards or away from the tree until you are just able to see the tree top. The distance you are from the

centre of the trunk is the tree’s height.
Follow up – ‘ten ways to measure the height of a tree’.
