An examination of the key theme in ‘name of text’ by author’s name.

Intro
· Name of text and author’s name

· Sum up what key theme is and how it’s conveyed

· Use evaluative vocabulary (skilful/emotive/moving etc.)

Paragraph 2

· Focus  fully on explaining what the key theme is 

· Make it clear what the writer is trying to teach the reader

Paragraphs 3-7 (approx.)

Focus fully on 4 of the following features and explain how they are used to convey the theme:

· Characterisation (how characters behave/act and how this links to key theme e.g. jealousy/complexity of relationships/horror of war etc.)
· Relationships (describe a key relationship in the novel and explain how the writer makes the theme clear through this relationship.)
· Key Events (describe 2-3 and explain how they make the theme clear)
· Narration (first/third/present/past/future/omniscient/inside/outside narrator – describe and explain how this type of narration is effective in conveying the key theme.)
· Stylistic Features (analyse symbolism, use of flashbacks, imagery etc. – and link to task.)

Conclusion 

· Sum up how effective the writer is in conveying the key theme

· Explain the impact this had on you – not using 1
