Character Analysis
This must be written in essay format and use at least 4 quotations which you must analysis and explore.

Task:  An examination of (put character’s name) in (put name of novel in inverted commas) by (put writer’s name.)

Introduction

· Name novel and writer

· Name main character

· Sum up their journey over the course of the novel (e.g. what obstacles/conflicts/issues they have to deal with.)

· Sum up what this teaches us/themes conveyed.
· Sum up how character’s experiences are interesting/intriguing/moving etc.

· Use evaluative vocabulary (clever, skilful, interesting, dramatic etc.)

Characterisation – opening/exposition of novel
· Explain what the main character is like (appearance/personality)

· Explain a bit of background to their life (where from, age, when novel is set etc.)

· Explain how they feel about their life/self

· Use a quotation to back this up and analyse fully.

Plot – Conflicts/issues/obstacles

· Explain the problems/issues etc your character is facing/trying to deal with.
· Explain the impact these have on them (mentally, emotionally and physically.)

· Use a quotation to show the impact of this on them and analyse fully.

· Explain how this makes the reader feel about them.

· Explain what the writer wants to reveal to us/inform us through the character’s life/experiences.

· Explain how this is interesting/moving/distressing etc. to read about and include what it makes us think about these issues (try not to use I)

Relationships

· Explain a key relationship in the novel (say who it is with and what type of relationship it is – friends, romantic, enemies etc.)
· Explain how this helps/troubles the main character when dealing with the issues facing them

· Use a quotation to back this up and analyse fully.

· Explain what this makes the reader think about the importance of friendship/trust etc.
Outcome of conflict/issues etc.

· Explain to what extent the character has overcome their issues by the end of the novel.

· Explain how they have done this or what has prevented them from resolving these issues

· Explain the character’s emotional/mental state at the end of the novel and explain how they feel about their life at this point.

· Use a quotation to back this up and analyse fully.

· Explain what you have learnt about the issues/conflict/problems your character faced.

Theme
· Explain how the writer has used the character’s journey to reveal the key theme.

· Explain how effective you think the writer is in conveying this theme

· Use a quote and explain how the writer reveals their key message through this example

Conclusion (can link to theme paragraph if it is quite short.)
· Sum up how your character has developed/evolved over the course of the narrative

· Explain how the reader feels towards the character after everything they have experienced.

· Sum up how effective you think the writer was in creating an interesting/moving novel.
