Character Study

· Use the following questions to help you prepare and write your character study on a character from the novel you have chosen to read.  

· Remember to write in essay form.

· Support your points with evidence from the novel – use quotations.

· Not all of the points below will apply to your chosen character.

1 Introduce your character, novel, genre and author.  Provide some information on the setting, the role of the character, etc.

2 What do you discover about the character in the opening section – what is the reader supposed to feel about him/her at this point?

3 How does the author help the reader discover what this character is really like?  This part could be 2/3 paragraphs. 
a) Select 2/3 incidents from the novel which show you what the character is like

b) Does the character change in any way?  If so, give details and explain why.

c) Is the character in conflict with anyone?  Write about this and what you learn about the character.

d) What does the author want the reader to feel?

4 What is the character like at the end of the novel– has he/she learned anything?  How does the novelist what you to feel about this character?

Write a conclusion, summing up what type of person your chosen character is and how the author has achieved this?  What might make this character/novel appeal to reader your age/?
