Heroes Research
You will need to research your chosen hero/heroes and take notes in your jotter (you can’t copy and paste into Word.)  
However, you can use Word to copy and paste the Website URLs you have used and taken information from.  Print this out when you have finished your research and keep it safe in your jotter.  You will need these for the written piece.

You will need to find out information on:
· Background to your hero’s life (where born, when and how they first got involved in the area that makes them a hero/inspirational, explain fully reasons why etc.)
· Personality/behaviour and how this makes them inspirational.
· Specific examples of actions/behaviour which proves they are someone remarkable (e.g. fundraising for a charity/raising awareness of an issue/achieving an ambition/overcoming adversity/difficulty etc.)
· Obstacles/difficulties they have overcome (in detail – where, when, how, why.)
· 1-2 quotes from your hero and how they feel about their life/what they have achieved.
· Research briefly a key hero from the past and explain why many people found them inspirational (behaviour, actions, personality.)
· Research briefly one of your childhood heroes and explain why you looked up to them as a child (behaviour, actions, personality.)
