Things to remember:

· Remember to write this in essay form on A4 paper, using each section as a new paragraph.  This should be at least a page and a half.  Use lined paper if you handwrite this essay.
· Please use a header with your name, class Non-fiction book review in it, put the title of your book and its author as your title

·  Use size 12, Times New Roman and 1.5 or 2.0 line spacing.
· Ensure you provide enough detail and examples from the text.
Write in sentences and paragraphs, using the following areas to help you:

1. Name the title and writer 
Explain fully why you chose this book
Explain how the front cover/blurb would convince people to read it.
2. Explain in detail what the book is about.  Give details – at least half a page.
3. Pick out two or three parts that you liked best.  Give details on them and say why you found these parts so interesting.  Include at last 2 quotations and analyse how the information conveyed through these examples was intriguing/interesting etc. and how it furthered your knowledge of the topic.
4. Explain how the information is organised
Explain how this helps to make the book so interesting to read
Explain what pictures, diagrams or illustrations there are.  

Explain   how are they are helpful in explaining or showing you details, etc.
5.
Explain fully the key differences/similarities between Non-Fiction and Fiction.  Explain fully which you prefer and give detailed reasons why.

6. Explain fully what your views/opinions on this book are.  Give reasons for your answer.  Explain who you would recommend this book to.  Explain what your future plans are for Non Fiction Reading.
