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	Ask an adult to hold up the letter cards.  Say the sound and make the action to match.
	Go on a sound hunt:  Pick a letter.  Look around the house or in the garden to find an object that begins with the sound the letter makes. 
	Use your letter cards to make the words on your word list.

	Ask an adult to say a sound.  Find the letter to match the sound.

	Write your letters with your finger in sand or in shaving foam
	Look for a letter in a book or a newspaper.  If looking in a newspaper, cut them out and make a letter collage.

	Use a pencil or pen and practise your letter formation for each letter.
	Ask an adult to sound out a word e.g. hat.  You must try to draw the word.

	Ask an adult to say a word like a robot e.g. s – a – t.  Try to work out the word.  Swap over so that you are the robot.

	Google the Jolly Phonics songs on YouTube and sing along.
	Watch the ‘Alphablocks’ on Cbeebies or YouTube.
	Use counters, small stones or Cheerios to make the shape of each letter.  See if an adult can guess the sound of the letter.

	Ask an adult to trace a letter on the palm of your hand.  Can you guess the letter and say the sound?  Try to guess the letter with your eyes closed.
	Play Phonic Bingo by drawing a letter grid.  Ask an adult to make the grids and play the game with you.
	Play I-spy.

	Ask an adult to say a word from your list.  Count the sounds e.g. cat = 3 sounds.  Count the sounds on your fingers.
	Ask an adult to make one of the words from your word list using your letter cards.  Then ask them to jumble up the letters.  Can you rearrange the letters to make the word?
	Play letter splat.  Place your letters upwards on the table.  Ask an adult to say a letter and then you must ‘splat’ it with your hand.
