Using Quotations – Private Peaceful
Use of the colon

Despite the pain Tommo feels over Molly and Charlie’s relationship, it is obvious he still cares for him:

‘In the end I suppose it was because I couldn’t bear the thought of being apart from him.  We’d lived our lives always together.’

Clearly, Tommo wants to be with Charlie as they have spent their whole lives together, and even though it has been more difficult between them recently as Charlie is having a baby with Molly, who Tommo also loves, he realises that he cannot be separated from him.

· Quote – nothing longer than 2-3 lines

· New paragraph for each part
Integrating quote – best option but this is trickier

· Quote becomes completely part of your point/sentences.  It should fit it exactly.

· Still has the same structure: topic sentence, quote and then analysis.

Tips

· Use a conjunction to link your point to the quote: as, because, since etc.

· Use square brackets – you can change first person to third, tenses etc so quote fits in better.

· Take out the capital at the start of sentence – unless needed.

�Topic Sentence: tells us the purpose of the paragraph.  Colon at the end to introduce quote.
