‘A View from the Bridge’ – Drama text for Critical Essay

· Complete following Essay task and submit by Friday 8th January.  You should do this in restricted timed conditions (around an hour at most and try to write the essay without too many notes/quotations in front of you)
Choose a play which underlines how one person’s flaw(s) can have a significant impact on other people as well as on himself or herself.

Explain briefly the nature of the flaw(s) and then, in detail, assess how much the character and others are affected.
· Prepare the following Essay task ready for doing a timed essay in the first week back (Thursday or Friday)
Choose a play in which an important theme is effectively highlighted by one specific scene of incident.

Explain how the theme is explored in the play as a whole and then show in detail how the chosen scene or incident effectively highlights it.
Ongoing revision of the play should include:  quotation selecting, memorising and practice analysis;  revisiting key themes and overall purpose; reviewing dramatic techniques – how, when and why used; rewriting and organising notes; looking at past paper questions and planning essays around tasks; general structural revision for critical essays e.g. writing introductions/conclusions,  quotation integration practice, topic sentences/sub-conclusions, vocabulary for analysis and evaluation.

Carol Ann Duffy – Poetry for Textual Analysis
· Complete the following 10 mark comparison question and submit by Friday 8th January.  You should do this in restricted timed conditions (around 20 minutes at most and try to write the response without the poems in front of you – you can consult them before you start writing)
In many of her poems, Duffy explores the depth and complexity of love. With reference to ‘Valentine’ and one other by Duffy, discuss the importance of this theme in her work.

· Be prepared to do a practice unseen Textual analysis in class at some point in the first two weeks back

Ongoing revision of the poems should include:  quotation selecting, memorising and practice analysis;  revisiting key themes and overall purpose; reviewing poetic techniques – how, when and why used; rewriting and organising notes; looking at example textual analysis questions; writing mini-critical essays; doing practice 10 mark comparison responses using the suggested approach.

Reading for UAE
Ongoing revision should include:  Reading, annotating and practicing UAE approaches on newspaper articles (columnists); practice Word Choice, Imagery, Sentence Structure, Tone based analysis on previous articles (denotation/connotation, ‘Just as…so’, identification plus explanation);practice ‘link/function’ style question and ‘evaluation of a conclusion’,  revisit Close Reading booklet skills – use passages in there for practice, revisit skills’ PPTs and notes; practice comparison 5 mark question based on two similar articles; revise literary techniques.
