If it is a chapter or essay taken from within a book, the article title goes in single inverted commas and the book title is in italics:

· Bergner, Heinz, ‘The Openness of Medieval Texts’, in Jucker, Andreas H. (ed.), Historical Pragmatics (Amsterdam: John Benjamins, 1995), pp. 37-54. 

Only include critical texts that have had a direct influence on the construction of your argument.  Do not list any you have not read and do not include any that you have read but that did not contribute to your argument.  Generally speaking, if you don’t quote from it, don’t include it.  However, make sure you do give credit to any works which may have influenced your views or ideas on the text.

If you have not used any secondary texts, write ‘No critical texts used’

Referencing within the text:
Insert a footnote on your first citation, giving full bibliographic details followed by the page reference of the quotation (one page = p. 67, more than one page = pp. 123-124)
Thereafter, follow each quotation with a shorter reference in brackets in the body of the text:

(O’Conner: 1963, p45)
The main thing is to be consistent and as accurate as possible.  
When working electronically, save yourself time and effort by writing out your bibliography once and then copy/paste for footnotes.

Bibliography (On separate page – followed by word count)

PRIMARY TEXTS:
First name followed by surname, Title in italics, (Place of publication: Publisher, Date Published)

SECONDARY TEXTS:

Surname, Firstname, Title in italics ‘or in inverted commas if an article’, (Place of publication: Publisher, Date Published)

In footnotes all that has to be added is page reference (p.1 – if single page, pp.12-14 if more than one page

�Author’s name (forename followed by surname)


�Title of text in inverted commas


�Place of publication (can be omitted in primary texts)


�Publisher


�Date of publication


�Editor’s name given: surname followed by forename


�Title of volume/collection


�Page reference for story or poem


�Details the same – author’s name surname followed by forename
