If 2 lines or more or if simply too difficult to integrate:

Poignantly, the poet exemplifies the barbarity of the Nazis towards the Jewish, through the horrific and graphic imagery employed:


‘One saw I was alive.  Loosened


his belt.  My bowels opened in a ragged gape of fear.’

The graphic and brutal nature of a rape is expertly conveyed here through the use of enjambment.  

Or integrating: (tip - use a conjunction)

Duffy poignantly portrays the brutality of the Nazis by depicting the graphic rape of one of the prisoners, and the  fear and torment she endured as ‘[her] bowels opened in a ragged gape of fear.’  Thus, …

Duffy highlights to the reader the consequences of forgetting the past which has ultimately made ‘the world forever bad,’ as we cannot hope to avoid the repetition of such atrocities, without, fully understanding why they occurred.
