Final Scottish Texts Textual Analysis question
Worth 10 marks in total - will be marked as follows:
· Up to 2 marks for establishing a developed comparison – theme (other texts/area of text)

· In opening section, identify poem you will be comparing exam poem to

· Clearly establish areas of commonality (in theme)

· Outline ways in which each poem deals with theme (similarities/differences in treatment) – what is Duffy doing in each poem (message/purpose)
· Up to 2 marks for analysing how the techniques within Exam Poem are used to convey the theme/ideas within poem
· One mark per analytical point (with reference/evidence/quotation)

· Must make at least two fully developed analytical points/comments (do more to be safe and if time)
· Identify technique – quote example – explain immediate effect (connotations/suggestions/impact) – explain how it contributes to wider theme/ideas (what question has asked about)
· Up to 6 marks for analysis of wider work – at least one other poem.  
References (quotations) + comments – both are required. 
Could do 3, 4 or 5 of these to ensure 6 marks

· One mark for relevant quotation/evidence and one mark for fully developed analytical comment
· Must make at least three fully developed analytical points/comments with reference (do more to be safe and if time)

· Identify technique – quote example – explain immediate effect (connotations/suggestions/impact) – explain how it contributes to wider theme/ideas (what question has asked about)

· Flag up similarities/differences with exam poem
· Markers want to be able to award 8 marks.
· Make response clear and easy to award marks for by structuring response carefully (at least 3 paragraphs – as above  - paragraph out points further if necessary)
