“All Quiet on the Western Front” by Erich Maria Remarque
You need to read this novel over the summer holidays as we will be starting to do work on it in the first term of the new session.  As you go through the novel please take brief notes on significant aspects of the novel (you could also note down page numbers of key moments/quotations).
As you read through the novel, consider the following areas:

NARRATIVE STYLE/VOICE – who speaks in this novel?  What perspective is the novel from? What sort of ‘voice’ do we hear?  Does it change at any point?
PLOT What happens in the novel?  What are the key moments?  Turning points/climax etc.
SETTINGS – Where does the action take place?  What is the significance of the settings?  How are the settings described?  What sorts of atmospheres are created?
CHARACTERISATION: - Who are the key characters in the novel?  What are they like?  What relationships do they have?
SYMBOLISM: Are there any key symbols used in the novel?  Where do they appear and what might they represent?
THEMES: What are the key themes in the novel?  What is being said/shown about these themes?
