Notes for teachers \
Year 6 pupils are likely to study Ancient Greece as part of the history curriculum and will probably learn some
of the Greek myths. They are often very complicated and generally contain many long names. The children
might need some help with question 5 e.g. the advantages of flight might include the fact that King Minor
might not expect it and the disadvantages could include the fact that flying had never been tried before.
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
