Government update
On Tuesday this week the First Minister confirmed that some senior pupils could return to school from Monday 22nd February. I sent a communication late on Tuesday afternoon providing full details about how this will work in Auchenharvie.  This included details for collecting test kits and which subjects would be inviting pupils into school.  All pupils who have not received an invite to come to school will continue to study remotely at home.  Please go to our website for access to this information if you missed it. 

I have attached a copy of our risk assessment for senior pupils returning for your information. 

In summary senior pupils returning to school must follow the following key points:

· Arrive in school as close to 9am and not before to avoid mixing with school HUB pupils.
· Enter the building through the main reception only.
· Wear a face covering at all times when inside the school building.
· Use senior canteen and toilets (not junior to avoid mixing with HUB pupils)
· Strictly maintain 2m social distancing at all times in and around the school.
