CD thanked all members for attending meeting and welcomed all new members to the 1st meeting of the new session and covered apologies. 
 
CJ welcomed all members to the new session and advised his role as HT within the PC meetings to provide updates on all aspects of the school day with the PC.  CJ thanks the PC for their ongoing support and input.  



CJ is pleased to advise that the new first years are settling in well and are a very good group with minimal red flags raised so far.  As per previous years, 1st years are not allowed out with school grounds for break times, and this will be reviewed either prior or after the October break.  Due to the large number of 1st and 2nd years, mealtimes have been adjusted to accommodate the canteen capacity. 

CJ advised that exam results were received at the beginning of the month and were very positive.  Further details and the government insight will be discussed at the next meeting.  There is a national pattern if pupils leaving early, before finishing 6th year for various reasons – college, earn an income, University whilst still under government funding. 

CJ highlighted the extracurricular fayre which is being held for pupils to attend where they can sign up for clubs and activities. 

CJ advised as in previous years, the awards process will continue for recognition of achievements out with school with bronze, silver, gold and platinum level awards and encouraged parents to update the school with their child’s activities, participation and achievements.  This information will be relayed to pupils at assembly.  Assembly information will this year also be communicated and shared with parents via media platforms. 

CJ asked that parents advise and update of any issues within the local community associated with the pupils of Auchenharvie Academy. 

CJ advised since the start of the new session, there had been an incident where the fire alarm was set off twice in the same day by 2 pupils who are on the school roll but are non-attenders.  Access to the school has been reviewed as there is a 4-minute periods pre bell and intervals where the electronic doors are open.  Today, 2 2nd years girls from Kilwinning Academy were found within the school.  Health and safety are attending the review security. 

CJ requested the names of any guest speakers whom the PC would like to invite to the meetings and dates will be arranged.   The SDS (skills development Scotland) worker will attend later with date to be confirmed. 

CJ advised the prelims this year are being held pre Christmas with the 1st prelim starting on Wednesday 24th November and they will run for 2.5 weeks.  Supported study will run from Monday 15th September for 10 consecutive weeks.  The prelim timetable will be issued 1 month prior to the start of the prelims. 

CJ confirmed the senior prizegiving evening will be held on Wednesday 24th September and all PC members are welcome to attend.



CJ informed the 5th and 6th Year Alton Towers trip will take place on Wednesday 8th October. CJ advised that the 5th and 6th year pupils this year have all been issued contracts to sign.  They require 92% attendance to enable them to attend Prom which is booked for the Waterside on Friday 26th June 2026.
