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This term we are focussing on transitions and coping with change and loss. We will also be discussing how we feel in different situations and encouraging our children to express their feelings.

Literacy
This term we are learning to identify letter sounds and understanding that texts are read from left to right. In addition to this we are learning to rhyme and practicing our nursery rhymes. We have also started doing work works which focusses on phonological awareness and clapping syllables/words in sentences.
