S.T.E.A.M in the Learning Zone/ Outdoor Learning


The following subjects are covered through a set of carefully planned activities with an over-arching topic. We incorporate the children’s suggestions and ideas and adapt them to ensure that a wide range of skills and experiences are being practiced. Our first topic will be Dinosaurs, a fascinating part of Earth’s history which should capture their imagination! 





HEALTH AND WELLBEING


We will have P.E. in the gym hall on Thursdays and Fridays, (to keep children safe, please remove earrings on these days).  We will be developing our teamworking skills, good sportsmanship and learn new skills in hockey.  We will also have opportunities to play outside, increasing our physical fitness through games and activities.  We will learn how to use mindfulness to calm our minds and bodies and we will learn how to keep ourselves safe and healthy.





EXPRESSIVE ARTS


Between the class and the Learning Zone, we will learn the basic skills used in drawing and painting.  We will also try our hand at collage, and 3D modelling.  The children will also be working creatively with Miss Russel in our Outdoor Area.








R.M.E.


We will learn about our rights under the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child and we will make a class charter to show our understanding. We will also be looking at second chances and how we can make good choices to change our ways.





NUMERACY


In numeracy this term we will play mental maths games every day to increase our competency with number, in adding, subtracting, number patterns and sequencing.  We will continue with Number Processes to increase our understanding of place value and build on our Measurement skills. Already we have been practicing our skills in addition and subtraction and we will look at Number Talks which gives us different strategies that we can use to solve an equation.








LITERACY


This term we will continue to develop our skills in reading/reading activities through the Bug Club Reading programme.   We will continue to learn to recognise the appropriate phonics phase 2-5 sounds and how to blend these to make words and develop our spelling skills. We will learn to read phonics phase appropriate ‘tricky’ words, which cannot be blended. We will work on improving our handwriting by learning and using the correct letter formation to do so.  We will also develop our understanding of basic grammar especially when working towards longer pieces of writing.  In our guided writing we will work on imaginative writing with a focus on description.
