Term 2: October-December 2019

This term our learning will look like this:


	Literacy: Literacy lessons will continue to be delivered in a carousel format where pupils will select the order in which they work on their spelling, comprehension, writer’s toolbox and topic activities. This term’s reading comprehension will be themed around our topic of Japan. The writer’s toolbox activities will help advance and improve pupils’ writing skills. In writing, we will be focusing on newspaper reports and non – chronological reports.
Weekly Reading sessions will continue. Pupils will complete a different job, from the reciprocal reading approach, each week in order to further their engagement with their book.

Numeracy: We will begin the term by exploring the properties of 3D shapes, nets and angles. We will then move onto expanding our knowledge of fractions, decimals and percentages. We shall continue to develop our mental maths strategies through ‘Number Talks’.
Health and Wellbeing: In Physical Education, we will be expanding our hockey skills and learning some traditional Scottish dances, just in time for the party season! We will learn about healthy eating practises and will prepare and taste healthy Japanese dishes.
STEM: We will be looking at properties and uses of substances. Pupils will experience a range of practical activities involving chemical reactions, exploring energy transfers and changes in matter.
Social Studies: Our main topic this term will be Japan. Following the children’s interests we will be looking at; history, culture, geography and cuisine. 
Technologies: Through our Japan topic, the children will be developing their digital literacy skills by planning, creating and filming a stop motion animation. They will also use their new knowledge to create a ‘visit Japan’ advert in iMovie. 
Modern Languages: We shall continue to develop our knowledge of the Spanish language with weekly lessons from Miss Duff, ending in a Spanish themed afternoon with snacks we have prepared ourselves. 
Expressive Arts: Mrs. Grier’s weekly art lesson will continue this term with a Japanese theme. 

R.M.E: This term we will be learning about Judaism and looking at key people involved in the Christmas story.
