


	Health and Wellbeing
We have started the year by playing some community building games in class and playing more active games in the gym hall. The children already love sharing their ideas for games to play.  
As we progress through the term we will learn new skills in hockey, gymnastics and also take part in ball games. In class, we will learn about the different variety of foods we need to keep healthy and we will also discuss how we can keep ourselves and others safe. 


	Literacy
Lots of the pupils have already impressed me with their writing jobs. We will spend time creating some interesting settings and characters for our imaginative stories. I will be encouraging the pupils to ‘up-level’ their work by using more impressive vocabulary and connectives. Pupils will also build on previously taught work by learning new sounds to help with reading and spelling. We will be paying extra attention to punctuation in our reading books to help with expression. 
	Numeracy
Some pupils will be working with numbers up to 1000 and will be able to talk about the value of each digit with in the number i.e. ones (units), tens, hundreds and thousands. We will be revising mental strategies to count on and back in steps of 2, 5 and 10 and link these to the times tables. We will also round numbers to the nearest 10 and 100. The pupils are really enjoying roleplay in our class ‘bank’ so we will learn about money here as well. 

	Social Studies
Our big class topics will be ‘Rainforests.’ We will compare and contrast our climate with that of a rainforest and find out how different climates can affect living things. I am sure the pupils will enjoy learning about many of the different animals living in rainforests. We will also learn about the different ways animals use their habitats.  
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	Religious and Moral Education
[bookmark: _GoBack]We will study a story from Buddhism and discuss the idea of doing wonderful things for people even if they don’t know it. We will also learn about Hanukkah and look at religious signs and symbols. I am sure excitement levels will be high as we explore Christmas traditions to finish off the term. 




	Expressive Arts
We will be studying the artistic works of Picasso. We will use his work to inspire our own complex design patterns. We will also look at texture and we will learn how to mix different shades of primary and secondary colours and discuss where colours appear on the colour wheel. As we approach Christmas, we will learn the Canadian Barn Dance and the Virginia Reel. 
	Science
We are excited this year to explore new topics in our outdoor area. We will start of the year by considering the best use of different types or materials for den building. We will also learn about habitats for small animals, which will link nicely to our rainforest topic. 
	Technology
We will be developing problem solving strategies, navigation and co-ordination skills as we play and learn with programmable toys. We will use Newsround to prompt discussions around advances in global technologies. ICT will be used to enhance learning particularly in Literacy and Numeracy.  


	Languages

We will be learning French greetings and how to say things about ourselves such as, our name and our age. We will try to relay this information in a simple conversation. We will also be revising our numbers to 25 by taking part in simple number games like lotto!
