	Maths and Numeracy
This term, we will be focusing on:
· Number before, after and between of Hundreds, Tens and Ones (HTO)
· Addition and Subtraction strategies using tens and ones
· Fractions – half (1/2) and quarter (1/4) of a shape or number of objects
· Equations – finding the missing numbers in adding and take away sums
· Revising time – o’clock, quarter past and half past

We will also continue to work on our mental maths skills, recognising numbers up to Hundreds, Tens and Ones, counting on and back and from a given number, skip counting (in 2s, 5s and 10s) and showing numbers in different ways (using materials, pictures and number lines).

PE: In PE this term we are focusing on:
· Rounders
· Athletics – running, jumping & throwing
· Preparation for sports day
We are also taking part in Fit Fifteen each day.

HWB
Continuing from our Healthy lifestyle focus last term, we will begin to look at basic food journeys. We will also look at local sources of food and drink linking with our community topic.  
	IDL (Interdisciplinary Learning)
This term we will be learning about ‘Our Community’. We will look at our identity and the different groups we belong to within a community. We will look in detail at our local area, and ways we could improve our local areas, making links with our ECO Committee.

In Art we will be learning to record directly from experiences across the curriculum, including observing and sketching a view from a window, features of the built environment, and local area in line with our topic.

	Phonics/Spelling:
Key words and common words are on the separate grid
Some of these activities may be helpful to learn the sounds and words.
· Write the key words out normally twice and then the third time, write the word backwards.  Example:  back  back  kcab
· Write each key word once using pyramid spelling, e.g.
c
c a
c a t
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Play a game of air writing.  Write the spelling words in the air with your finger.  Ask a partner to read your words as you write.
· Practice the key words every night by playing a game of spelling tennis.
· Write the key words as spelling flowers – one petal for each letter.
· Play a game of guess the word where you give clues of the letters that are used to make up the word.  You do not need to write anything down.
Example:
· This word has the letters m, d, a and e.  Answer: made

	Number Bonds:  
Continue to practice number bonds up to 20 and then extend this to 20, e.g. 0 + 10 = 10, 1 + 9 = 10, 2 + 8 = 10, 3 + 7 = 10…10 + 0 = 10.

Number:
· Give any number up to 120 or beyond; ask which one comes before and after that number, e.g.   ?   35   ?
· Number patterns – Counting on and back in 2s, 5s and 10s
· Practice counting on from any number up to 120

2D and 3D Shape
· Find examples of 2D and 3D shapes in the house and environment
· Name 2D shapes – circle, square, rectangle, triangle, hexagon and pentagon
· Discuss how many sides
· Name 3D shapes – sphere, cube, cuboid, triangular prism, square based pyramid
· Discuss the properties of the shapes – number of corners & faces

Time:
· Continue to practice reading the time using o’clock, half past, quarter past and quarter to
· Use an analogue (clock with a face) and digital clock

Fractions
· Identify half and quarter of a shape or a number of items.
