	Numeracy and Maths
This term, children will be focusing on:
· Completing Fractions work – fractions of whole numbers, equivalents and simplification.
· Information Handling – interpreting and displaying on a range of graphs and charts.
· Time – 12 and 24 hour clocks, telling the time, durations, counting on and counting back in time, using timetables.
· Measure – length, weight, volume, capacity, area and perimeter, converting units of measure, measuring accurately.

Pupils will also continue with retrieval practice to embed taught numeracy skills.
