[image: ]Phonics/Spelling - Spelling patterns will continue to be taught through active and written spelling activities. 

Grammar- Grammar will focus on adverbs and commas. We will be continuing to develop our dictionary skills too.

Reading - Children will explore the features of texts, knowledge of reading, vocabulary, fluency & expression.  We will be participating in activities to develop our comprehension skills.

Writing – This term, children will create recount and explanation writing. We will continue to build upon adding more detail to our writing.

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	Numeracy and Maths

Within Numeracy and Maths, we will focus on; 

Angles- Within our angles topic we will be learning about different types of angles, estimating, and measuring angles.

Money- Children will identify coins and notes up to £10, read and write different values as well as understanding the decimal point in relation to money.

Co-ordinates-We will be learning how to plot co-ordinates onto a grid.

Multiplications- We will be learning the 4 times tables. The stars maths group will be working on their doubles. 
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	Health and Wellbeing (HWB)

	IDL (Interdisciplinary Learning)

Our topic this term will be Food and Farming. 
Social Subject- We will be learning about different types of farming, where our foods come from and how they are made.  We will also be learning about foods and drinks that are produced in Scotland.

Expressive Arts - We will recreate the work of the famous artists, focusing on shape, pattern and textures. We will also be creating artwork inspired by some of the animals on a farm. 

Science- We will be planting our own vegetables as part of our topic. We will observe and measure the outcome when we grow plants in different conditions.

Technology- Children will develop their ICT skills using iPads and Laptops across the curriculum.  We will also access Purple Mash and learn about coding.

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	Time- Continue to practice reading the time using o’clock, half past, quarter, and quarter to, using an analogue (clock with a face) and digital clock.
Times Tables- Practice skip counting the 2, 3, 5 or 10 times table.
Rock, Paper, Times Tables- Just like rock, paper, scissors except on the third lowering of your fist, you reveal a number with your fingers. For example, one player may hold up 7 fingers and the other may hold up 2. The calculation that needs to be solved is 7 x 2. The first player to get the correct answer wins.
Dice game- One player should roll two dice and multiply the two numbers together. For example, if they roll a 3 and a 4, they multiply 3 x 4. You can take turns, and each person tries to solve the problem as quickly as possible. 
Times Table Art- Create a multiplication poster or chart, decorating it with fun colours, stickers, or drawings. This poster could be decorated with visual representations (like groups of objects).
Fractions- Identify half and quarter of a shape on items around the home e.g. pizza, clock, pictures.
