	Phonics/Spelling:
Key words and common words are on the separate grid
Some of these activities may be helpful to learn the sounds and words.
· Create spelling pyramids 
· Write the key words out twice and then the third time, write the word backwards.  Example: back  back  kcab
· Practice the key words aloud playing spelling tennis
· Write the key words as spelling flowers – one petal for each letter
· Write the key words twice normally and the third time, mix the letters up  Example: smile    smile    semli
· Connect the dots – Write your key words using dots.  Connect the dots you have drawn by tracing over them with a writing or coloured pencil.

Number Order:
· Adult says a number, misses the next one and then says the number after that, e.g.  15   ?   17  
· Give any number up to 100; ask which one comes before and after that number, e.g.   ?   35   ?

Days of the Week and Months of the Year:
· Practice saying and spelling the days of the week and months of the year.  Remember Capital letters.

Time:
· Practice reading the time starting with o’clock
· What time will it be 5 hours later, 3 hours before?

Money
· Identify and order coins from lowest value to highest
· Make totals up to £5
