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	Language and Literacy

Reading: The children will practice reading fluently without pausing for each word and will discuss strategies to help them read tricky words.

	Maths and Numeracy
This term we will be focusing on:
· Counting forwards and backwards to 120
· Place value of tens and ones
· Estimation and Rounding
· Measure
· Consolidation of Number Bonds
· Addition strategies

We will also continue to work on our mental maths skills, recognising numbers up to one hundred, counting on and back and from a given number, showing numbers in different ways using materials and playing Maths games. 

	[image: ]Health and Wellbeing (HWB)
PE: In PE this term we are focusing on:
· Ball skills – throwing and catching
· Gymnastics - Movement
We are also taking part in Fit Fifteen each day. 

PE days:  Tuesday & Friday

Kit:  Shorts, t-shirt, indoor shoes & socks (no jewellery).

HWB
In HWB, we are learning how to express our feelings in an appropriate way and how to build positive relationships with our peers.  We will also continue to look at children’s rights.
	IDL (Interdisciplinary Learning)
This term, we are learning about The Romans, we will look at Italy as a country before moving onto talk about Rome and the Roman Empire.  We will investigate the different clothes that Romans wore and the food they ate.  We will study Roman houses and discover how they differ to those in our community. 
 
In Music, we will use our Charanga programme to recognise the pulse in a song.

In Art, we will be exploring materials to create different pieces of artwork and models, mostly in relation to our Romans Topic.

The class will continue to use iPads and the Smartboard in a variety of contexts to develop their digital literacy skills. This includes games to consolidate learning across other curricular areas.

	Number Bonds:  
Continue to practice number bonds up to 10 and then extend this to 20, e.g. 0 + 10 = 10, 1 + 9 = 10, 2 + 8 = 10, 3 + 7 = 10…10 + 0 = 10.

Number:
· Give any number up to 120; ask which one comes before and after that number, e.g.   ?   35   ?
· Number patterns – Counting on and back in 1s
· Practice counting on from any number up to 120

Days and Months
· Practice saying and spelling the days of the week 
· Write the list of the days of the week in your jotter

Estimation
· Ask an adult to sit a number of items, toys, bricks, pegs on the table
· Without counting them, estimate how many items there are
· Once you have estimated, count to check your answer
· Repeat this for a different number of objects each time

Rounding
· Ask an adult to say any number between 0 and 100
· Say the closest ten
· Ask and answer as many questions as you like
· To challenge yourself, try some numbers over 100
