	Context for Learning: Scots Language,World of Work, Novel Study
	Teacher: Mrs Drennan Primary 5
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Spelling- Spelling patterns will continue to be taught through active and written spelling activities.

Grammar- The focus is on ADVERBS, using PUNCTUATION marks & FIGURATIVE Language – Alliteration, Similes & Metaphors. PM Writing- Our writing focus will be Narrative & Information where we will follow a structured approach to creating texts.
Listening/Talking – Different activities will be used to focus on specific skills in this area.
Spanish- Vocabulary for PETS & FOODS will be learned through games and songs.French – We will learn days, months and seasons.
	Numeracy and Maths
Place value – continuing to develop mental maths skills, x10, x100, x1000, uses multiplication and division facts with 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 10 tables. 
Fractions – revision, simple fractions, fractions of quantity, ordering and simplifying, introduction to decimal numbers - tenths
Measurement – We will look at: 
Length – km, m, cm, mm / Weight – Kg, g & Capacity – l, ml.  We will learn to calculate the perimeter/area and volume of shapes.
Data Handling – We will be collecting, organising, displaying and analysing data accurately in a variety

	Health and Wellbeing (HWB)
PE lessons will be on a Wednesday and Friday. The focus is on FITNESS activities, where we will be working on stamina/strength and TARGET games. We will also continue to further develop gymnastic skills on larger apparatus. Participation in Fit Fifteen outdoors and our mindfulness activities will continue this term. 
[image: ]In BOUNCE BACK we will focus on EMOTIONS: Feelings are important; Knowing how you are feeling and naming feelings; Boosting positive feelings and managing our own feelings. This ties in well with our work on the ZONES of REGULATION. Here we will continue to develop our awareness of the different zones. 

	IDL (Interdisciplinary Learning)
