Spelling- Spelling patterns will continue to be taught through active and written spelling activities. [image: ]
Literacy- Our Literacy work will further develop our skills in up-levelling sentences using VCOP. We will also work on adding more dialogue to our writing.
PM writing- Our writing focus will be NARRATIVE where we will follow a structured approach and create a range of texts.
Spanish- Vocabulary for the home & nationalities. Short written tasks.
French – Numbers and weather
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Numeracy and Maths
Number – Revision of the 4 processes, multiplying decimals.
Money – continue to develop money sense and calculations.
Symmetry – identify and illustrate all lines of symmetry on a wide range of 2D shapes and complete symmetrical patterns.
Shape - describe 2D/3D shapes using specific vocabulary, regular/irregular, show an understanding of 3D shapes and nets.
Measure – perimeter, area, volume.
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P.E lessons will be on a Wednesday and Friday. The focus is on ATHLETICS where we will be working on different techniques for events – running, hurdles, long jump etc. and Outdoor Summer games eg. rounders, team games.
