Now your child is in their final term in P7, the transition to S1 in Ardrossan Academy moves ever closer.  We are holding a number of events to support with the transition process:


Information Evening


An information evening will take place on Tuesday 12th of May from 6.00pm-7.00pm in Ardrossan Academy’s assembly hall.  During this information session, you will have an opportunity to hear from some of the school staff and get an overview of the two induction days. Teas and coffees will be available and you will have a chance to speak to school staff individually.


Ongoing Transition Work


Important curricular and pastoral meetings will continue to take place over the next few weeks, which will help us prepare for a positive start in August.  The new S1 Year Head Ms Armour, Principal Teachers of Pastoral Support and Pupil Support staff from Ardrossan Academy, as well as subject specific teachers and support staff, will continue to engage with P7 pupils. Some pupils will be involved in additional transition experiences to get them ready for the move to secondary school.

Ardrossan Academy P7 Induction Days


The P7 Induction days will take place on Thursday 14th and Friday 15th of May.  Our P7 pupils will spend the two days at Ardrossan Academy in their practical classes. They will get to experience a timetable and visit a range of subject departments with their new practical class group. On the day before the Induction Days, primary staff will give each pupil a timetable. This will show their House group, practical class and the subjects they will visit over the two days. 

On Thursday, pupils should meet at Dykesmains Primary School no later than 8.45am to walk down with staff to Ardrossan Academy.  Pupils are expected to arrive in time for a 9.30am start. Pupils should report to the main playground where staff and pupil buddies will meet them and support them to go into their practical class groups.  Once all pupils have arrived, buddies will take each class to their lessons.  School will finish at 2.45pm and pupils will make their own way home.  Pupils will make their own travel arrangements for their second day visit, arriving no earlier than 9.15am for a 9.30 start and again make their own way home, finishing at 2.45pm on the Friday. 

Throughout the two-day induction, your child should wear their normal primary school uniform. They should bring a PE kit.  Your child can purchase a meal from the canteen or they can bring a packed lunch.  The school lunch will be from the Week 3 menu with some additional choices. This payment will be deducted from their individual iPay account. If your child is in receipt of free school meals this will be organised by primary staff. Please note that P7 pupils will not be permitted to leave the school campus during interval or lunch.

We are also holding two special events, run by our Parent Council, to help our p7 pupils mix and start new friendships. 

Our Transition Disco will take place in the Assembly Hall at Ardrossan Academy on Thursday 28th May from 6.30pm until 8pm. Entry is free but pupils will require some money for the tuck shop. £3 should be the maximum required. 

The second event is our p7 Potted Sports on Friday 5th June from 1.30-3.00pm. This will run on the Astroturf at Ardrossan Academy. This is a fun event and pupils should try to wear their new house colours: Annick - yellow, Barra - blue, Lomond - red and Nevis - green. Our Parent Council will be providing snacks and refreshments. As part of this event, parents and carers are invited along for 2.45pm so you can take part in the annual tug of war, which will close the event. 

We very much look forward to meeting with you on Tuesday 12th May and working with you and your child over the next few years.
