Numeracy :
This term the Squares and Triangles groups will focus on

building up our times table skills for the 2, 3, 4,5, 6 and 10
times tables. We will use our times table facts to help us
divide. We will also be estimating and rounding numbers
within 1000.

The Circle group will explore time focussing on hours and
minutes. We will be using the terms o'clock and half past.
We will also match analogue and digital times for o'clock
and half past. We will then explore collecting, organising
and displaying information using tables, bar graphs, Venn
and Caroll diagrams.
