
 Numeracy/Maths  
This term, we will continue to focus on addition 

and subtraction, developing our recall of number 

facts and using strategies to solve calculations. 

We will also be moving on to multiplication – 

initially, thinking about the two times table. We 

will use strategies such as repeated addition, 

equal groups and arrays to support and guide 

our learning.  

 

We will develop our skills in estimating and 

measuring the weight of objects using kilograms 

and grams. We will have the opportunity to read 

scales and use a variety of measuring 

equipment.  

 

Finally, we will be moving on to ‘Shape’ for our 

topical maths. Throughout this topic, we will 

explore the properties of 2D shapes and 3D 

objects and create tiling patterns.  

 

Literacy 
Reading – This term we will focus on the features of non-

fiction texts. We will examine what makes a non-fiction 

text and identify features such the contents page, index 

page and diagrams. We will continue to develop our 

comprehension skills through the SHORS strategies.  

 

Writing – This term, we will explore and write 

information reports which include the key features. We 

will take part in whole class, shared and independent 

writing experiences. There will also be a continued focus 

on writing in sentences and checking that our writing 

makes sense.  

 

Talking and Listening – This term we will learn a Scots 

poem in class. We will explore Scots language and 

vocabulary and children will be encouraged to recite 

their poem in front of a small group. This is a good 

opportunity to develop the listening and talking skills we 

have been working on.
