Literacy 
 

Reading – This term we will continue to develop our comprehension 

skills through our reading books and class novels.

Pupils will engage with PM Writing to learn how to construct a 

detailed descriptive pieces of work building on skills developed 

during Term 1 - Recount. 

Talking and Listening – Pupils will be encouraged to deliver a 

presentation or talk to their classmates on a chosen topic possibly 

linked with our IDL learning context. Presentations will take place in 

front of the whole class or a small group and will promote positive 

talking and listening skills.
