The Curriculum is designed taking account of the following principles:

Progression

Learning will take through Curriculum areas and subjects, interdisciplinary learning, citizenship activities and pupils will continue to have opportunities for Personal Achievement.

Opportunities will be provided for developing skills for learning, skills for life and skills for work through participation in personal organisational tasks, social educational outings, home economics, enterprise, citizenship events, Eco work and experiences relating to the World of Work.  External world of work experiences will be tailored to the young person where possible.
Pupils are entitled to 2 hours of quality PE.  

Achievement will be recognised through National 1 Units and awards, John Muir award and Caledonian Awards.
The Personal Achievement award framework will be introduced and the pupils will work through the following progressive structure:
Year 1 - 2 Modules to acquire a Bronze Award
Year 2 - 4 Modules will result in a Silver Award
Year 3 – 6 Modules will result in a Gold Award
The main skill areas for The National 1 qualifications and Personal Achievement framework are:

Employability, enterprise and citizenship

Thinking Skills
Learners who are within the Senior Phase will be afforded the opportunity to participate in a college link at Ayrshire College in Kilwinning.  Typically the courses that will be on offer are Art or Drama.  Our young people will attend one full morning per week and this will widen their peer group outwith school and allow them to experience what is on offer post school.

The guiding principles at the Senior Phase stage should be relevance and personalisation and choice and all experiences should be meaningful to the learners, lead to increased independence and have a focus on preparation for post school destinations.
