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Welcome to our Termly Information

Term: Term 4

Session: 2025-2026

This term, we will be learning about how to look
after our bodies and minds. Children will explore
the importance of a healthy lifestyle, including
making good choices around diet, getting
enough rest and sleep, and staying active. We
will also discuss ways to recognise and talk about
our feelings, helping children to understand
themselves and others. Through a range of activ-
ities, pupils will continue to develop skills in
working together, showing kindness and respect,
and building positive relationships within the
class. In Physical Education, children will take
part in athletics, tennis and outdoor games. We
will also be preparing for Sports Day!

This term, we will continue to build on the children’s reading and comprehension skills.
Pupils will be developing their ability to scan texts to find key information and use this to
answer questions, helping them to better understand what they have read. We will also
encourage children to talk about texts, share their ideas and begin to explain their think-
ing. In writing, we will focus on creating simple stories with a clear beginning, middle
and end. Children will be supported to plan their ideas before writing and to read back
over their work to make improvements. We will introduce a range of tools to make
writing more interesting, including connectives (e.g. and, but, because) and different
sentence openers. There will be a continued focus on using capital letters, full stops and
spacing correctly. For listening and talking, children will prepare and present a short
personal talk about their favourite activity. This will help to build confidence when
speaking in front of others. Pupils will also take part in a variety of talking and listening
activities, including group discussions and outdoor learning tasks activities.

This term, our learning will focus on living things. Children will learn to identify the difference between living and non-living things and begin
to understand what all living things need to survive. We will carry out simple experiments to explore what plants need to grow, encouraging
children to observe and talk about changes over time. Pupils will also be introduced to simple food chains, helping them understand how
living things depend on each other.

This term, children will continue to develop their French through fun and interactive activities such as songs, games and simple conversa-
tions. We will build on familiar vocabulary, including greetings, numbers and colours, and begin to use these in short phrases. Children will
also practise listening carefully and responding to simple instructions in French.

This term, children will take part in a range of creative activities across art, drama and music. In art, pupils will explore patterns through
printing and use a variety of materials, including natural objects, as well as developing observational drawing skills outdoors. In drama, chil-
dren will build confidence by taking on different roles and acting out familiar stories. In music, pupils will explore sound and rhythm by
creating their own simple musical instruments through hands-on activities.
