What have we been up to?
Literacy
Primary 1 have now completed all phase 2 sounds.

We have also started to learn some new sounds from phase 3.

We are continuing to practise our high frequency words and tricky words. We are working towards reading and writing these words with confidence. 
During reading, we continue to practise all reading strategies. We use the pictures to help us understand the story and read unknown words. We use our phonics to sound out and blend words. We retell the story to develop our comprehension using predicting, inferring and questioning strategies. 
When writing, we are trying to use our phonics to spell words. We are working towards writing a simple sentence independently. We are also continuing to practise our letter formation. 
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Numeracy
We are working on numbers within 20. We want to be confident working within 20; counting forwards and backwards, recognising numbers before, after and in-between and using correct number formation.
We have also been learning about money. We have been trying to recognise coins and use coins to make different amounts within 10p.  
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Your child will have received a log in for ‘Bug Club’. This is an online reading resource that can be accessed through a laptop, tablet or smart phone. It allows us to allocate appropriate reading books to be read at home. Pupils have been allocated books with simple sentences. Try to encourage your child to sound out words using their phonics. 
If you think your child is confident with the book here is a list of tasks to further challenge:
 - ask them to read it from back to front
- play fastest finger using a countdown. ‘Can you find me the word ____?’  
- write a sentence from the book missing out a tricky word, can they find the sentence in the book and fill in the missing word?
-write a sentence from the book but jumble up all the words, can the find the sentence and put the words in order?




	
We are continuing to practise all initial sounds daily. 
We are beginning to make our way through our Phase 3 sounds. 
 
Sentence Unscramble Booklet:

Using your phonics knowledge, look at the picture, say what it is and then write down the first letter. When you have matched each letter to the picture, it will spell out a sentence. Have a go and reading the sentence and the draw a picture to match.
	
We have sent home a number booklet to practise counting to 20 and number formation. Please work through this at a pace that suits you. Feel free to add some colour to the pictures if you wish!

It is important that we continue to practise counting forwards and backwards daily. This could be done whilst walking to school or in the car. 

As we begin to look at addition and subtraction, using concrete materials is the best way for us to practise. 
If you have pens or pencils in the house, these would be great. 
e.g. ‘If I have 5 pens and I add on 2 more, how many do I have in total?’
Write the sum to match this: 5 + 2 = __

We are also going to be working on telling time to the hour, ordering days of the week and months of the year. We have lots of songs to practise this; we are sure your child would love to show them off! 

These are just some suggestions to help to support learning at home.
