L.I.: To identify how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning.
Before reading:
Look at the front cover of the book and then read the titles of the chapters on the contents page. Make a prediction about what you think might happen in the book.
During reading:
Main Question: Can you identify words and phrases that show the Jack is unsure about what has happened?
1. How does Jack look at the dog? (page 13)
2. What words describes how Jack is feeling? (page 14)
3. How is punctuation used to clarify what is happening for the reader? (page 17)
4. How does the picture help us understand how Jack is feeling? (page 18)
After reading:
Answer the main question, taking notes of the words from the book. 
Follow up:
