Modern Language
This term we will be learning the days of the week, classroom nouns, colours and body parts in French.  

I.D.L
We are nearly finished our Water Cycle topic where we have conducted several experiments to test out the weather and the water cycle processes. We also learned about different climates in our world, animals that live there and what they need to survive. We will be moving on to our Transport and our local area topic, with a focus on managing risk and road safety. Using technology to help our research, we’ll find out about the development of public transport and how the changes have affected people’s lives over time. 


Literacy & English
Reading
All children will be given a reading book weekly and this will be read in class to further develop children’s vocabulary, fluency and comprehension. Children will also have the opportunity to enjoy and develop their reading skills with books of their choice, during free reading time in class, and with daily access to our class library. 
Spelling
We will continue to work through our phonics and spelling schemes at the pupil’s own levels, covering and revising essential spelling patterns and rules. 
Grammar and Punctuation.
We will continue to have a weekly focus on grammar and punctuation. There will be a focus this term on apostrophes to show contractions, speech marks, and singular and plural nouns. 
Writing
Pupils will be finishing their instructional writing soon, and moving onto writing explanations. They’ll learn how to write about the processes involved in various real life contexts. 
Class Novel
[bookmark: _GoBack]We are reading Tom Fletcher’s The Danger Gang, and the class are enjoying reading along on the large board, using fabulous expression and tone! We’re using our SHORS strategies throughout the book, including to predict what mum’s science experiments will do next, and what caused the crazy storm in Freaky Town! 

Health & Wellbeing
P.E days will still be on a Tuesday and a Friday. All pupils require a change of gym shoes and shorts to ensure safety in the gym hall. These items should be kept at school within the pupil’s gym bags. Please ensure all jewellery is removed or covered on gym days. This term we will be focusing fitness, pupils have completed their baseline assessment so they can monitor their own progress over time. We’ll also have the opportunity to develop our athletics skills and play badminton/tennis. 

Homework
Homework will be issued on a Monday and collected on a Friday and will consist of reading and literacy task as well as an activity to complete on Sumdog. 
Reading books can remain at home during the week but must be returned along with homework folder and jotter on Friday.
Maths & Numeracy
So far this term pupils have been continuing to learn to tell the time using analogue and digital clocks, and can record time in a variety of formats. We’ve also been learning how to use a timetable and schedule events in a calendar, and use our knowledge of time to help work out time durations. 
Pupils have also been working on their data handling skills this term with a focus on reading and recording data in a table and various types of charts.  
We’ll be making arrays and equal groupings with concrete materials to help form connections to repeated addition, multiplication and division. We’ll initially be revisiting and focussing on the 2, 4 and 8 times tables and we will learn a song or two along the way (please ask your child to sing them to you!). This term we’ll also be learning about fractions, decimals and percentages where we will continue to develop our understanding of how a whole can be broken equally into parts, and use the correct notation to describe these. Our skills in division will also be developed here when we explore the connection with simple fractions and identifying fractions of quantities. 
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
