I.D.L (Inter Disciplinary Learning) In Term 3 we have several exciting I.D.L topics to explore. Our I.D.L on ‘Plants’ will allow us to develop our scientific skills and expand our understanding of biodiversity and interdependence in a changing world. We will also look at the I.D.L topic ‘Magnets and Forces’. Through this I.D.L. we will develop our problem solving, engineering and practical skills. We are looking forward to enhancing our technology skills using resources such as iPads and Laptops to code, send emails and edit and save files. In R.M.E we will learn about Easter around the World and investigate different religious buildings. We will also learn about key religious figures and the lessons we can learn from them. In music we have begun to explore different traditional musical styles across the globe. We are also enjoying using the Boomwhackers to follow musical notation and explore rhythm and beat.
Maths & Numeracy

We are making great progress in our numeracy and math work this year and we cannot wait to learn even more in Term 3. We will continue to explore the 4 operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication, division) using Number Talks. We are also looking forward to learning about measure, information handling and time. As always, pupils will learn through both active and written activities specifically selected to enhance the learning of each individual. Literacy & English

[bookmark: _GoBack]Reading – Pupils will continue to participate in weekly guided reading sessions in small groups to encourage discussion and targeted development. In Term 3 we will build on our questioning and monitoring skills. We are excited to explore our class novel “The Twits” by Roald Dahl. This will be a fantastic way to explore a text in depth and improve our learning. Weekly library sessions will encourage pupils to explore a wide variety of fiction and non-fiction texts.

Writing – In Term 3 Miss Lee will continue to work with us twice per week. We plan to conclude our learning on ‘Exposition’ and ‘Discussion’ writing before moving on to ‘Procedure’ and ‘Recount’ writing. We will continue with our weekly “Free Writing” sessions and link these with our I.D.L topics. We are currently enjoying using the ‘Mighty Writer’ resources to build stories.

Talking and Listening – We will continue to explore listening and talking across all curricular areas. All pupils participate in class discussions and we are developing our ability to build on the answers of others. This term we will be planning and presenting our own solo talks which will develop our confidence when speaking to an audience.

Spelling/Phonics – Spelling tasks are carried out daily to ensure continue progression. All pupils have made significant progress throughout the school year and targeted support is in place for those who require it. Completing weekly spelling homework is extremely helpful to progression and development. Each Friday pupils will participate in a spelling test to track progress and identify areas for support/challenge.
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
