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Dear Parent / Carer
Pupil Equity Funding (PEF) is additional funding allocated directly to schools and targeted at closing the poverty related attainment gap.  The Scottish Government committed to this funding as part of the Scottish Attainment Challenge Programme.  The Pupil Equity Funding forms part of the £750m Attainment Scotland Fund which will be invested over the current Parliamentary term.  Pupil Equity Funding will continue until the end of this Parliament.  

Publicly funded primary, secondary and special schools received £1,200 for each child in Primary 1 to S3, or equivalent who was registered for free school meals under national eligibility criteria.  Schools plan how they will most effectively invest their Pupil Equity Funding allocation to improve the educational outcomes of children affected by poverty. 
Our absolute focus is on raising attainment in Literacy and Numeracy as well as improving outcomes in Health and Wellbeing for the children in St John Ogilvie Primary School. 
In April 2017 St John Ogilvie Primary’s PEF allocation was £61,690.00.  I would like to give you an update on how this allocation has been spent so far.
