Numeracy and Maths

We will begin this year by focusing on
Place Value and learning about the link
between place and value in numbers by
partitioning, comparing and building
numbers. We will also explore the concept
of exchanging when adding a pair of 2 digit
numbers. In Maths, we will be developing
our ability to recognise, name and describe
a variety of 3D shapes. We will continue to
develop our Mental Maths skills daily.

Our Writing focus for term 1 will be Narrative
writing. P3 will develop their ability to identify
and generate nouns, verbs and adjectives, link
their understanding of vowels and consonants to
using a/an appropriately, and use various types of
punctuation with increasing accuracy. Also, we will
continue to develop our ability to blend and
segment effectively. In Reading, we are going to
be revising the SHORS strategies that we have
previously learned and applying them to display
our understanding of texts we have read.
