What’s Been Happening
We have had a very busy start to October with lots of interest in the bikes, having races and learning to use the pedals on both the tricycle and pedal bikes.  We have been using the sand timer to help share and take turns, being mechanics and “fixing” the bikes or role playing being paramedics when friends have “accidents”.  We are watching the changing seasons from Summer to Autumn and went on our “leaf hunt”.  
Spare Clothes 
The children are loving spending lots of their time outdoors in all weathers! Could we ask that you remember to pack a named change of clothes (top, trousers, pants and socks) in their bags in case of any accidents and provide appropriate hats and gloves as the weather becomes colder.  We also have a limited amount of wellie boots so please, if you can, ensure they have a pair that fits them for their session. Thank you.

Updated Procedures
Following our change of session times to 9 am – 3 pm, the main gates will be closed at 9 am and re-opened at 2.45 pm. If you are picking up or visiting the Early Years between those times, please first go to the School Office so they can make a note of who is in the school grounds and escort you over to the Early Years Building.  

In the event of your child being absent from the Early Years, please could you contact the School Office with a reason for absence. The office will send a follow-up text for all pupils absent without contact from the family. Thank you for your help in these updated procedures to keep your child safe.

Stay and Play Dates
We would like to invite you to some Stay and Play sessions, week beginning 28th October.  There will be Autumn/Halloween themed activities for you to take part in with your child.  The sessions will be for 1 hour starting at 9 am, 10 am and 1.30 pm each day. This is an opportunity to explore play experiences with your child.  Please sign up for these, one per family- the sign-up sheet will be available at pick up and drop off times.
