Registration for P1
Parents of children in North Ayrshire who are starting primary school in August 2025 are being asked to register them this week and next.  Children whose fifth birthday falls between 1 March 2025 and 28 February 2026 are eligible to register for primary education starting in August 2025. Registration is an online process and will take place during the period Monday 11 November and Sunday 24 November.  You should register your child’s details for your Catchment Primary School for your address by completing a P1 Registration Form.

Children whose 5th birthday is between the 21st August 2025 and 28th February 2026 will automatically be granted a deferred year should they require it and will be entitled to access a further year of Early Learning & Childcare.  If you are thinking of deferring you child, you must register them for primary school but state they have applied for a deferred year.  Please feel free to discuss this with a member of the EYC Team if you are considering this.
Spare Clothes 
The weather continues to be very unpredictable and the children are loving spending lots of their time outdoors.  Please could we ask that you remember to pack a named set of hats and gloves for outdoor play. Thank you.

We were visited in by two colleagues from the Care Inspectorate for an unannounced inspection over two days on Wednesday 2nd and Thursday 3rd October.
