What’s happening?
Thank you for everyone who has visited or is planning to join us for the ‘Stay and Play’ fun this week.  We have experiments, spring scavenger hunts, Easter cards, Easter treat making, Easter stories and many more fun activities for you to share with your child.

We have been enjoying lots of construction activities outside with our large blocks and loose parts, creating obstacle courses, vehicles, castles and houses.  Inside, we have been chatting about our emotions and being in the different Zones of Regulation- the Green Zone where we feel happy and calm, Yellow Zone where we can feel excited, nervous or shy, Blue Zone where we might feel tired, sad or sick, and the Red Zone where we might feel angry or cross.  We are chatting about how we might feel different at different times in the day and how we can help ourselves move from one zone to another.  The Zones of Regulation is used throughout the Early Years and School environments, providing opportunities for us to develop strategies to manage our emotions.

Library Visits
We hope to visit the library on Thursday 3rd April and are looking for 4 volunteers to help walk us there, leaving the EYC at 10 am and Library at 11 am, to be back in time for lunch at 11.30 am.
