IDL (INTERDISCIPLINARY LEARNING)

Our interdisciplinary learning will focus on three exciting themes: Dinosaurs, Nativity, and Scottish Traditions. During our Dinosaur topic, children will explore different species, their features, diets and habitats. They will learn how fossils are formed and develop skills in asking questions, sorting information and creating simple fact files. As we prepare for the Nativity, pupils will learn about the Christmas story, practise songs and take part in rehearsals. This is a lovely opportunity to build confidence, cooperation and performance skills. Later, we will explore Scottish Traditions, learning about Scottish celebrations, language, music and symbols. 

NUMERACY AND MATHS
Children will continue building confidence in Numeracy and Maths through a range of engaging activities.  
Pupils will develop strategies for adding and subtracting within 20, use number lines and counters, and solve simple word problems. They will extend their learning working with larger numbers within and beyond 100. Children will learn that angles are “turns” and will explore quarter, half and whole turns, comparing angles in everyday contexts.
We will identify lines of symmetry, complete symmetrical patterns and explore flips, slides and turns in shapes.
Pupils will practise reading simple grid references (e.g., A3) and follow or give directions to locate positions on a grid.  Children will create and continue repeating patterns, count in 2s, 5s and 10s, and explore number relationships to support problem solving.
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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
How can you help at home…
· Encourage your child to talk about numbers in everyday situations—shopping, cooking, or telling the time.
· Play simple board games to practise counting and following directions.
· Point out symmetry or patterns around the home or outdoors.
· Use positional language such as “above”, “below”, “left”, and “right” during play.
· Read daily and practise word lists. 

· PE days are Monday and Friday.



HEALTH AND WELLBEING
We will learn about road safety, stranger danger, and how to keep safe in the community. Children will explore different emotions and practise strategies to help manage their feelings. They will also be introduced to their rights, learning that every child is valued and heard.
In PE, pupils will take part in social dancing and gymnastics, developing balance, coordination, and teamwork. Please ensure your child is properly prepared for PE with shorts, a T-shirt, gym shoes, and no earrings on PE days.



LITERACY
We will concentrate on strengthening the children’s reading and writing skills through a range of engaging activities.  Children will continue developing their phonics knowledge, practising blending and segmenting sounds to read and spell words more independently. We will use Colourful Semantics to support pupils in writing clear sentences by helping them identify key parts such as who, what, where and when. Pupils will build their understanding of texts by discussing characters, settings and events, answering questions and making simple predictions. We will focus on recognising, reading and using common high-frequency words to improve fluency.  Children are encouraged to read familiar texts daily to build confidence, vocabulary and enjoyment.
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
