NUMERACY AND MATHS
This term the children will learn about telling the time including am and pm and quarter hours. They will also learn how to use calendars. They will learn about giving change and recording amount using coins up to £5. They will learn about grid referencing and clockwise and anticlockwise quarter turns using programmable toys. They will also learn NSEW compass points.
 Alongside this they will consolidate previous maths topics like addition and subtraction strategies and solving word problems. Place value will also continue to be consolidated to support addition and subtraction.
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IDL (INTERDISCIPLINARY LEARNING)
This term we will explore Scottish poems, songs, food and traditions. The children will have an opportunity to perform their learning to other children. 
This Term we will also start with an IDL Science topic about food chains, this will give the children a chance to use their computer skills to research animals. This also links to our non-fiction focus in reading.
Our next IDL Topic will be the features of rainforests culminating in a visit to Amazonia.


ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
We are planning a P3 trip to Amazonia.
Our gym day will still be a Thursday.  Children need to change into indoor shoes.  This term we are developing our gymnastic skills, dance and themed fitness.  
This term, we will continue with music sessions with our music specialist; Mrs McLean-Buechel on Tuesday mornings. 
Homework is given on a Monday and should be returned to school on Thursday morning each week.
HEALTH AND WELLBEING
This term we will learning about mental health and wellbeing and how to cope in difficult situations. As part of this theme we will explore how positive relationships impact good mental health and wellbeing.
Later on this term, we will be developing a sense of the children’s understanding of their own skills, interests, abilities and personal goals. Within this theme they will begin to understand how they can contribute to improving aspects of school life.


LITERACY
Reading: This term all of the children will continue with their core readers in class, focusing on the features of non-fiction texts. Additionally, with the fiction texts children will be asked to reflect on and share opinions on structure, character and setting. Reading activities will be provided to interest the children whilst developing their reading skills.
Writing: This term we are focusing on organising writing under headings, subheadings and bullet points. 
Listening & Talking: This term children will be applying skills to share their feelings and thoughts about their chosen text. They will also continue with the Oracy skills including presenting to an audience.
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
