HEALTH AND WELLBEING
We will be learning about ways to keep safe and all about people who care for us.  P.E. will be on a Monday and a Wednesday.  Please ensure your child has a P.E. kit of shorts/joggers, a t-shirt and separate trainers/gym shoes that they can change into.   Jewelry should be removed before P.E. including ear-rings, long hair must be tied back. If ear-rings cannot be removed, they must be covered with micropore tape before school.  Water bottles brought into the classroom to drink should contain WATER ONLY. 
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IDL (INTERDISCIPLINARY LEARNING)
In term two, we will continue to learn about Europe, where we are researching different countries, their cultures, traditions and landmarks.
We will also be exploring ‘Harry Potter’ topic.  We will be completing various exciting activities related to the books including making an invitation to Hogwarts, wands and experimenting with potions.  We will be linking this with Scottish history, myths and legends.




ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
Numeracy – When at the shops, look for sale tags and identify any percentages.  Allow children to count money in a ‘piggy bank.’ Set a budget when shopping and decide if they have enough money to pay for it / how much change to get.  TopMarks and multiplication.com are useful tools for number games.
Literacy – Encourage your child to read a variety of genres at home.  Listen to an audio book together and then ask questions to support their understanding. Watch a TV programme or a film together – discuss plot lines, settings and characters. Visit the local library.



LITERACY

SPELLING - Active Literacy spelling resources will continue to be used to support children to progress through spelling.
WRITING – We will be writing a variety of pieces, with an in-depth focus on Exposition texts and reports following PM writing. 
READING - PM fiction and non-fiction books will be used to develop literacy skills, with follow-up work to reinforce knowledge and comprehension skills.


NUMERACY AND MATHS
This term we will be learning about: 
· Money.
· Area, length, volume and weight.
· Angles, symmetry and transformation.
· Negatives.
· Time.

Children will also revise previously taught numeracy topics, such as multiplication, division, addition and subtraction to reinforce learning.
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
