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IDL (INTERDISCIPLINARY LEARNING)
FORENSICS: The children will explore the science behind crime scene investigation and how scientists use evidence to solve crimes. 
They will: examine how evidence is analysed using techniques such as chromatography and DNA analysis; take part in hands-on activities that develop observation, logical thinking and problem-solving skills; and explore real-life forensic cases in an age-appropriate and engaging way.
Our goal is to spark curiosity, encourage problem-solving and provide a fun, interactive learning experience that connects science with the real world.



NUMERACY AND MATHS
In Numeracy, the children will be building their understanding of money through our Mistletoe Market enterprise, focusing on profit and loss. They will also be developing their knowledge of fractions, decimals and percentages. In addition, they will be strengthening their skills in angles, symmetry and 2D shape transformations and furthering their ability to analyse data by collecting, organising and interpreting information
Children will continue to develop their mental maths and problem-solving skills each week assisting quick recall, logical thinking and confident application. Regular times table practise at home is encouraged to support overall success in many areas of numeracy.

LITERACY
Reading – Through our Forensic topic, children will build analytical and critical thinking skills, judging the reliability and relevance of information. They will also explore text structures, genres and the use of figurative language and its impact on meaning, imagery, emotion and the overall effect on the reader
Writing – Children will develop report-writing skills, organising information logically and using clear, purposeful language with key features of factual texts.
Listening and Talking – Children will practise presenting skills, focusing on clear communication, confident delivery and engaging their audience.



HEALTH AND WELLBEING
