· Here at Calderbank Nursery Class we are always looking for ways to involve parents and carers more fully in the service we provide. Our volunteers are a valued resource and are treated with dignity and respect by all members of our staff.

· Volunteers are individuals or groups who offer us their time, experience, knowledge, and skills without financial gain.  Volunteers also assist our Nursery Class to achieve our aims and objectives and this provides a real benefit to our local community.

· Our volunteers do not have to commit to a given number of hours each week and they will not be expected to undertake inappropriate duties or be used in a situation where a paid member of staff contracted to North Lanarkshire Council should be used. 

Disclosure Scotland

All of our volunteers are subject to a PVG (Protection of Vulnerable Groups (Scotland) Enhanced Disclosure Scotland check.  Disclosure Scotland is a service provided by Scottish Ministers to manage and operate the Disclosure Service in Scotland as provided for in part V of the Police Act 1997.  In October 2007, Disclosure Scotland formed part of a (shadow) Scottish Government agency which plan then manage and operate the new vetting and barring service as provided for in the Protection of Vulnerable Groups (Scotland) Act 2007.
