Planned learning:
RME – Christmas around the world.  Music - Kodaly
Ideas for home:
Design a Christmas card for someone special. Practise keeping the beat to various songs.

PE & Sports planned Learning: 
Ball Handling
Ideas for home:
Practise ball tricks, throwing and catching or dribbling a ball.
Numeracy & Maths
Planned learning focus for numeracy/Maths activities:
Time – 12 hour clock, timetables and calendar work, 2D shape, symmetry and data handling.
Further learning ideas for home:
